Since the release of the license management software, KeyServer, in 1993, we have strived to be a
software company who can provide services that truly satisfy our customers.

QND Plus, released in 1998, was the first in-house developed product that distributed KeyServer and
had an IT asset management feature. The pioneering QND Plus of the IT asset management software
has been leading the market with a total of more than 4.4 million clients deployed around major
companies.

In 2007, anticipating the expansion of the cloud market, we released the cloud-based endpoint security
service, ISM CloudOne, which can protect the endpoint devices regardless of whether you access the
network from the office, on the go, or from home. Its market is expanding not only domestically but also
globally, and is now used in 55 countries" overseas.
